OCTOBER 24 – 30, 2010

DAY 1 Sun Oct 24 – Arrive in Las Vegas

Arrive independently and make your way to the Las Vegas Hilton. Your Tour Director is available there this afternoon. Meet at 6:00 p.m. for a Welcome Drink at the hotel. Dinner is on own this evening.
Accommodation: Las Vegas Hilton

DAY 2 Mon Oct 25 - Las Vegas / Montezuma Castle National Monument / Sedona
Enjoy included buffet breakfast at the hotel’s Paradise Café. Today your Tour Director reveals a hidden treasure! Leaving behind the bright lights of Las Vegas, travel along parts of historic Route 66 into the desert landscapes of central Arizona. View the ancient cliff dwellings at Montezuma Castle National Monument before winding through some of the West’s most famous scenery in Red Rock Country. Arrive at the quaint town of Sedona, an eclectic mix of Western, Native and New Age cultures. Dinner is on own this evening.

Accommodation: Radisson Poco Diablo Resort (BB)

DAY 3 Tue Oct 26 - Sedona / Grand Canyon National Park 
Enjoy included breakfast at the hotel’s T Carl’s Restaurant. Free time in Sedona to shop, visit the town’s many art galleries or join an optional 4WD tour through the countryside. Then climb through dramatic Oak Creek Canyon, with incredible views looking back over Sedona and Red Rock Country. Continue into the pine-covered Kaibab Plateau for your first view of the Grand Canyon at Mather Point. Enjoy vistas of this natural wonder as you travel to the hotel located near the South Rim. As the sun sets, join your Tour Director on a stroll along the rim and watch the colors change on the canyon’s walls. Enjoy an included dinner at the lodge.

Accommodation: Maswik North or Yavapai East Lodge (FB,D) 

DAY 4 Wed Oct 27 - Grand Canyon / Navajo Country / Lake Powell 
Enjoy included breakfast at the lodge. There is time this morning for an optional flightseeing tour for a spectacular bird’s eye view of the Canyon. Then, journey east into the vast Navajo Indian Reservation and stop at an Indian trading post with a chance to purchase native handicrafts. Then on through the Painted Desert to Glen Canyon Dam, spanning the Colorado River and backing up its waters to form magnificent Lake Powell. Enjoy a cruise on beautiful Lake Powell before dinner at your lakefront hotel. 

Accommodation: Lake Powell Resort (FB,D)
DAY 5 Thu Oct 28 - Lake Powell / Bryce Canyon & Zion National Parks 
Enjoy included buffet breakfast in the Rainbow Room at the hotel. On arrival at Bryce Canyon National Park, view the otherworldly collection of pink, orange, and red sandstone spires called “hoodoos.” Travel along the rim of the amphitheater and marvel at the magnificent formations carved by Mother Nature into a fantastic landscape of fairytale castles and cathedrals. Continue on to Zion Canyon. Witness the amazing results of millions of years of erosion, including the Great Arch of Zion. Dinner is on own this evening.

Accommodation: Majestic View Lodge (BB) 

DAY 6 Fri Oct 29 - Zion National Park Sightseeing and at Leisure 
Enjoy included buffet breakfast at the hotel. You have the entire day to explore Zion National Park, often said to be the most beautiful place in the U.S. After a stop at the Visitors Center, explore Zion Canyon at your leisure aboard the park’s complimentary shuttles, and discover this masterpiece of deep red canyons, mesas, buttes, massive monoliths and colorful towering cliffs rising steeply one-half mile above the greenery of the canyon floor. The afternoon is at leisure in Zion. Perhaps take a hike to Emerald Pools or up to Angels Landing for breathtaking views, or walk through the Virgin River Narrows. This evening join your newfound friends for a Farewell Dinner.

DAY 7 Sat Oct 30 - Zion National Park / Depart Las Vegas 
Enjoy included buffet breakfast at the hotel. Travel through St. George, home of Utah’s first Mormon temple, and down the spectacular Virgin River Gorge. Entering the vast Mojave Desert, arrive back in Nevada and Las Vegas McCarran International Airport, where the tour ends. Please do not schedule any flights before 3:00 p.m. (BB)

SED-1 - Canyon & Cowboys Jeep Tour
Enjoy an easy 4 wheel-drive ride in the scenic and historic Dry Creek Basin surrounded by seven majestic canyons to the hand-hewn log cabin that stands as a reminder of Sedona’s colorful past. Relive the early cowboy days with tales of murder and moonshine at the old cabin. Approximately one and a half-hours.

Board an ultra-quiet 19-passenger, climate controlled de Havilland Twin Otter "Vistaliner" for a 40-45 minute Grand Discovery flight over the Grand Canyon. This tour covers the most famous and beautiful parts of the Grand Canyon including the Eastern Zuni Corridor, the Confluence, the North Rim and returns back through the Western Dragon Corridor. The wings on this aircraft are located over the windows, which allows for spectacular panoramic sightseeing and picture taking. Subject to weather conditions.
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
